The Minnesota Department of Health (MDH) has posted two contact hours of MDH-presented 
continuing education for license renewal through the MDH Learning Center. The name of the 
course is Well Management CEUs for 2022 License Renewal. Minnesota Rules, part 4725.1650 
requires that licensed well contractors and certified representatives have continuing education 
in order to complete their annual renewal. Annual continuing education is reported on the 
Certified Representative Renewal Application.
