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When should you get tested for COVID-19?

You have symptoms of COVID-19, such as runny nose; congestion; sore throat; fever; cough;
shortness of breath; muscle pain; headache; chills; or loss of taste or smell.

Current testing recommendations say everyone should get tested immediately if they have
symptoms of COVID-19.
